KASHRUT AND KITCHEN RULES AND REGULATIONS

KITCHEN RULES

Revised November 1, 2004 by the Kashrut Committee

1. All kitchen cabinets must remain locked at all times unless in use. Meat and dairy cabinets may not be unlocked at the same time. All cabinets containing dairy items are identified by blue handles, meat cabinets have red handles and parve cabinets have white handles.

2. There are two stainless steel food preparation tables, which are clearly marked as meat and dairy. The meat table should not be in the kitchen when dairy items are in use and visa versa.

3. There are two stainless steel worktables that must always be covered. White covers are dairy, and the tan covers are for meat.

4. The counter by the coffee urns is pareve.  The counter and the triple sink by the windows are dairy and must be covered when meat items are in use. The double sink near the stove is for meat only and should not be used when dairy items are in use.

5. Silverware: The plain pattern is dairy. The “fancy” pattern is meat.

6. Dishes: The plain white dishes, the set of clear glass dishes, and the set of green glass dishes are dairy. Dishes with a gold rim are meat. The flowered dessert set (currently in storage) is pareve.

7. Utensil storage bins and table clearing bins: Brown and black bins are for meat. Gray and clear bins are dairy.

8. All silver serving trays must be covered with foil before use.

9. All serving pieces, bowls, kitchen knives, etc. are to be marked for either meat or dairy.          

10. All utensils brought into the kitchen must be new and must be appropriately marked before being accepted by the mashgiach.

11. All caterers, accommodators and Temple groups that use the kitchen must leave the kitchen and its contents at least as clean as when they arrived in order to continue to have permission to use the facility.

12. Unless otherwise marked, all perishable, refrigerated dairy food items (except for condiments, beverages, etc.) that are “left over” will be disposed of and the walk-in refrigerator cleaned no later than Thursday evening of each week. Unless otherwise marked, all meat items will be disposed of no later than Tuesday evening of each week.

13. While outside coffee beverages are currently allowed in the Temple building, under no circumstances are they allowed in the kitchen or food service areas at any time.

14. If you are not completely certain about any food or food related item, do not use it. 

15. All Kashrut questions and/or concerns should be brought to the attention of the Mashgiach.

16. The Rabbi (or the Mashgiach if the Rabbi is unavailable) is the final authority on all matters of Kashrut.
